Holy Week is a special week for all of
us and begins on Passion (Palm Sun-
day) The remembering of the story of
the Passion has touched
W hearts down through the
) centuries. Why are we
so touched by recalling
the events of the first
Holy Week? Maybe because in the story
of Jesus’s Passion, we find our own life
story.
First, there’s the Mass of Chrism on
Holy Thursday morning, when priests
renew their solemn promises. The Mass
of the Lord’s Supper that evening is
like being at the Last Supper itself. We
re-enact the washing of the feet, a re-
minder of Jesus’ command to love one
another. The Mass begins in triumph,
but ends in heartbreak, with the mourn-
ful procession to the Altar of Repose,
from the Upper Room to Gethsemane.

We follow Jesus, like the twelve,
because we are drawn by him, drawn
and attracted by the way this man Je-
sus lives, speaks, suffers, dies and ris-
es. People left a lot to follow him, they
left their dreams and burdens, their
families, and their businesses, and
gave up their lives, drawn, attracted,
challenged as we are now, by his
words: Come, follow me.
